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DE-ICING WASTE MANAGEMENT FEE
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Finavia hereby informs that the De-icing Operations Fee based on

the used quantities of glycol (Finavia letters 15/490/2007) will con-

tinue to be collected from the de-icing operators in 2010. From Jan
1, 2010 the fee will be called De-icing Waste Management Fee and
the amount of the fee is 0,50 € per used liter of glycol.

Each company engaging in de-icing Finavia Airports shall report the
used quantities of de-icing fluids for each month of de-icing season.

The report shall contain on a daily basis the use of different factory
delivered glycol types, quantities in liters and the number as well as
the quantities of used fluids of de-icing operations per aircraft type at
different de-icing areas. The use of Type | glycol shall be reported in
undiluted fluid quantities (glycol content 80 %)

In addition, the companies shall file and save the information on
each de-icing operation performed for possible environmental inves-
tigations. The reporting method of the glycol quantities at Helsinki-
Vantaa Airport has also been described in the Airport Order P6/09.
The companies shall use the area definitions described in this order.

Finavia will charge the companies operating at airports where Fina-
via has organized the collection of glycol fluids based on the re-
ported monthly quantities of fluids used.

On request, the companies must be able to present a trustworthy
accounting data on the use of de-icing glycol certified by auditors.
According to the Bookkeeping Act the usage reports must be filed for
six (6) years.

The de-icing fluid quantities of usage shall be delivered on a monthly

basis by the fifth (5") day of the following calendar month to the fol-
lowing Finavia e-mail addresses:
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
